
Process to Incorporate a Town
5th Sub. S.B. 25

Basic Requirements:
• contiguous area of unincorporated
county;
• population of at least 100; 
• population less than 1,000;
• at least five petition sponsors; and
• the sponsors may not own more than
40% of land area.

1) Petition signed by property owners (must
be legal U.S. residents) that:
   a) covers more than 50% of land area; and
   b) is more than 50% of assessed land value;
and
2) Petition signed by registered voters in
number to at least a majority of those who
voted in the last gubernatorial election.

Large property owners may opt out if property:
• is more than 1% of total assessed value;
• is currently nonurban;
• will not need municipal-type services; and
• exclusion will not leave an unincorporated island.
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
